Rental Vehicle Insurance

The Controller’s office has received a number of exception requests for reimbursement of additional liability and physical damage insurance coverage on car rentals while traveling on University Business.  Any vehicle rental for domestic travel (see below) used for business purpose is automatically covered under the University Automobile Insurance Policy.

Policy 3301.6 Traveling on University Business specifically states that

· For domestic rentals, travelers should decline all additional insurance coverage offered for vehicles by rental agencies.  Domestic travel is defined as any travel within and between any of the 50 states of the United States and its possessions and territories (Puerto Rico, Guam, US Virgin Islands, American Samoa, Northern Mariana Islands) travel between the United States and Canada, and within Canada.

· For International rentals, travelers should accept liability and damage insurance coverage offered by the rental agency, the cost of which will be reimbursed to the travelers.

· Departments should contact the Risk Management Office (2-0140) for information regarding insurance coverage when non-employees and students rent a vehicle for University business purposes.
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
