Mr. Tsuji received his
BachelorOs Degree from the University of TokyoOs Faculty of Law and is also a graduate of Williams Coll
(class of 1981). He entered the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MOFA) in 1978.

Immediately before coming to Boston, Mrsuji held the post of Director General for International Affairs at
the Ministry of Defense. He was in charge of security and defense policy, working closely with NATO memb:e
countries as well as AsiRacific nations on issues of defense cooperationthé area of security, Mr. Tsuji
served as Director of National Security Policy at MOFA (22001). Prior to his assignment at the Ministry of
Defense, Mr. Tsuji was Deputy Director General for Global Issues at MOFA-@WIWA. There, he worked

on maters of global concern, including climate change and assistance to developing nations, and served :
board member of the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria.

During his career at MOFA, Mr. Tsuji has developed an expertise in interaklaov and treaties, working on a
wide range of issues, including disarmament and international trade. He spent three years at the Cat
Legislation Bureau (1994997) and six years in the Treaties Bureau at MOFA, serving as Director of
International Ayreements from 1997999. Treaties that Mr. Tsuji worked on include Argi-Personnel Mine

Ban ConventiontheChemical Weapons Convention and the Comprehensive NucleaBdregtreaty. He also
served as a negotiator during the Uruguay Round of ther@efAgreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT),
focusing on issues of intellectual property rights and disputes settlenlmtTsuji has held posts at the
Japanese Embassies in Malaysia (19891), Singapore (2062003) and Russia (2005) as well as
JapaOs Permanent Mission to the United Nations in Geneva-{99d).

New Haven, CT -- (January 29, 2010) — The Greater New Haven Chamber of Commerce (GNHCC) and PIER
Executive Forum at Yale (Programs in International Educational Resources) will host a business-networking
event entitled, “Japan’s New Administration and the Future of Japan-U.S. Relations” with The Honorable
Masaru Tsuji, Consul General of Japan in Boston. The public event takes place on Thursday, February 25, 2010
from 5:30-7:30 p.m. at the President’s Room, Yale University, Memorial Rotunda, Corner of College & Grove
Streets, New Haven, CT.

Special guest speaker Masaru Tsuji will discuss ways to expand international business opportunities and how a
good relationship between Japan and the U.S. is good for world stability and development.

The Year 2010 marks the 150th anniversary of the visit to the U.S. by a Japanese diplomatic mission from the
Tokugawa government, as well as the 50th anniversary of the Japan-U.S. Security Treaty.

The event is part of a new series that will meet several times a year to present government, business, and
academic notables of interest to the public. It includes a 30-minute presentation, Q & A session, followed by
networking reception.
