Pierre
Millet, a writer, doubts he will ever be successful, until the moment he meets
Etienne. On the other hand, Sylvia Millet, a singing teacher, believes in her
husband's talent, but doubts her own and that of her student, Lolita, until the
moment she realizes that Lolita is the daughter of Etienne, an author who she
admires.

April 29: Mondovino. Documentary.

Explores a thesis: that the deep colored, oak-aged taste of Bordeaux wines has
become the world standard, following the writing of critic Robert Parker, the
magazine "Wine Spectator," the consulting work of Michel Rolland of Pomerol,
and the money of Mondavi, a publicly-traded corporation based in Napa with a
family history of wine making. Wine makers worldwide, many using Rolland as a
consultant, pursue this structure, color, and taste - to the detriment, argue some, of
wine that should reflect the character of the land where the grape is grown,
including the lighter Burgundy. A few old wine makers from Anaine, Sardinia,
and Argentina offer this argument.

This yearOs parking direc tions for Luce Hall

Because the parking lot next to Luce Hall is under construction, you
will need to park in other Yale lots. The closest ones that are opento
the public after 4:00 or on week-ends are either directly across
Prospect Street from Luce or behind or in front of Ingalls Rink. To
get to lots: the first lot is across Prospect Street from Luce Hall.
From Prospect St., take aleft into the lot. If it is full, continue pass
Luce Hall on Prospect Street, go to the next block and take a left
onto Sachem Street (you will see the skating rink on this corner). Go
a short block to Mansfield and take aright to enter the lot behind the
rink from Mansfield St. To park in front of the rink, you enter from
Prospect Street. You can park on Hillhouse Avenue also but there are
meters to plug. Do not park on Prospect or Trumbull since they
become active tow zones at 4:00.

Parking is also available at the Peabody lot. Enter from Whitney
Avenue.

To enter the building: from the lots, return to Luce and go around the
building to the right on Trumbull Street to enter by the front door
facing Hillhouse Avenue. There is a walkway behind the buildings on
the corner so that you can cut through the block to the front door
without going around to Hillhouse Avenue. After the cluster of
buildings, enter the driveway and go up a short flight of stairs to
approach the building from the side.

From the Peabody lot, there is a walkway that goes from the lot,
behind the museum,to Sachem Street where you arrive very near to
Hillhouse Avenue.

Go down Hillhouse Avenue and you will see Luce Hall, # 34 Hillhouse
Avenue, on your right, set back from the street.
