Because t he par king lot  next  t o Luce Hall is under  const r uct ion, you will need 
t o par k in ot her  Yale lot s.  The closest  ones t hat  ar e open t o t he public af t er  
4:00 or  on week-ends ar e eit her  dir ect ly acr oss Pr ospect  St r eet  f r om Luce 
or  behind or  in f r ont  of  I ngalls Rink.  To get  t o lot s: t he f ir st  lot  is acr oss 
Pr ospect  St r eet  f r om Luce Hall.  Fr om Pr ospect  St ., t ake a lef t  int o t he lot .  
I f  it  is f ull, cont inue  pass Luce Hall on Pr ospect  St r eet , go t o t he next  block 
and t ake a lef t  ont o Sachem St r eet  (you will see t he skat ing r ink on t his 
cor ner ).  Go a shor t  block t o Mansf ield and t ake a r ight  t o ent er  t he lot  
behind t he r ink f r om Mansf ield St .  To par k in f r ont  of  t he r ink, you ent er  
f r om Pr ospect  St r eet . You can par k on Hillhouse Avenue also but  t her e ar e 
met er s t o plug.  Do not  par k on Pr ospect  or  Tr umbull since t hey become 
act ive t ow zones at  4:00. 
Par king is also available at  t he Peabody lot .  Ent er  f r om Whit ney Avenue.  
To ent er  t he building:  f r om t he lot s, r et ur n t o Luce and go ar ound t he 
building t o t he r ight  on Tr umbull St r eet  t o ent er  by t he f r ont  door  f acing 
Hillhouse Avenue.  Ther e is a walkway behind t he buildings on t he cor ner  so 
t hat  you can cut  t hr ough t he block t o t he f r ont  door  wit hout  going ar ound t o 
Hillhouse Avenue. Af t er  t he clust er  of  buildings, ent er  t he dr iveway and go 
up a shor t  f light  of  st air s t o appr oach t he building f r om t he side.   
Fr om t he Peabody lot , t her e is a walkway t hat  goes f r om t he lot , behind t he 
museum, t o Sachem St r eet  wher e you ar r ive ver y near  t o Hillhouse Avenue. 



Go down Hillhouse Avenue and you will see Luce Hall, #  34 Hillhouse Avenue, 
on your  r ight , set  back f r om t he st r eet .
